What’s NOT covered?

On March 17, 2023, PacifiCorp dba Pacific Power & Light Company (PacifiCorp) filed a multi-year rate plan (Docket UE-230172)
with the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (UTC) to recover rising power costs, new capital investments
needed to continue providing safe and reliable power, and rising capital costs, which includes an increase to PacifiCorp's
authorized return on equity from 9.5% to 10.3%. This filing reflects a customer rate increase spread over two years: $26.8 million
(6.6% overall) starting March 1, 2024, and $27.9 miillion (6.5% overall) starting March 1, 2025. Based on PacifiCorp’s current rates
and costs as estimated in April 2023, the company is expected to operate at a significant loss in 2023, Provided in the tables
below is a breakdown of PacifiCorp's drivers for a rate increase:
