ARIEL, Wash. — PacifiCorp’s Beaver Bay Park and Campground will open for visitors from April 26 to 
September 2, 2024. Camping reserva�ons at this site will be available beginning February 26, for both 
group camping and individual campsites.

Also, beginning March 1, reserva�ons can be made for park picnic pavilions located at Merwin Park, 
Saddle Dam Park and Swi� Forest Camp. Reserva�ons are $50/day and can be made by visi�ng 
www.pacificorp.com/community/recrea�on/washington.html  (Pavilion reservation does not guarantee 
parking availability.) 

Effec�ve immediately, new event policies have been established for PacifiCorp’s Lewis River recrea�on 
sites. These policies have been developed to ensure that our sites remain available for general 
recrea�on use during our peak recrea�on season as intended, while s�ll providing the opportunity for 
the public to host certain organized recrea�on ac�vi�es and events.
